Because of her 
immense popularity, the Virgin Mary has many cultural faces in many 
lands and languages. But the Mary we find in the scriptures isn't merely 
'meek and mild.' Her resounding "yes" to the Divine and all that this affir-
mation entailed shows a woman of tremendous inner strength, physical 
stamina, profound sensitivity, courageous love and an enduring trust in 
God. In this Saturday Centering Prayer workshop, we follow Mary 
through scripture, iconography, and prayer and discover in her a woman 
of action with a heart for contemplation.
